This round-
table invites papers exploring how resilience, reconstitution, and reconciliation intersect in the reinvention of democracy. We 
seek historically grounded, theoretically ambitious, and critically engaged contributions from across disciplines — tracing how 
communities and institutions, ancient or modern, navigate crisis, uphold democratic forms, or abandon them altogether. Two 
sessions will frame the discussion: the first addressing conceptual dimensions, the second focusing on historical and contem-
porary case studies.
